Smart Economics
Setting-aside Contracts for lllinois’ Small Businesses
Maximizes Tax Dollars

In Fiscal Year 2015, the State of Illinois used nearly $115 million to procure goods and services from
1,742 lllinois small business owners participating in the Small Business Set-Aside Program (SBSP). As
important as having purchased high quality and fairly priced items, these procurements also contribut-
ed to job creation and retention, business expansion, and economic growth.

When the State procures from SBSP vendors, a significant economic benefit occurs: taxpayer dollars
remain in lllinois communities and the state longer than if buying from out-of-state vendors. Some
economists call this the “multiplier effect”. In a study comparing the economic impact of ten Ander-
sonville, lllinois businesses and their chain competitors, the Andersonville Development Corporation
found that for every $100 in consumer spending with a local firm, $68 remains in the area economy
compared to $43 when spent with a chain firm.

The Chief Procurement Office (CPO) administers the SBSP using 2.5 Full-Time Equivalent employees.
These employees educated and assisted more than 4,000 small businesses in Fiscal Year 2015. For eve-
ry $1 that the CPO spent on the administration of the SBSP, $383 was awarded to a small business in
Illinois. With a 383% return on administrative costs and $115 million paid to SBSP vendors, the Small
Business Set-Aside Program is not only a great investment with significant benefits to small business
owners and employees throughout lllinois, but an important factor in the state’s economic recovery
and growth.

S56.1 Million to Small Businesses

The Chief Procurement Officer for the Capital Development Board (CPO-Construction) has never exer-
cised authority to set-aside contracts for small businesses. CDB and the CPO-Construction routinely
measure the overall pool of prequalified vendors, as well as those who receive contracts, to evaluate
the need for a set-aside program. Nearly all of the Capital Development Board’s (CDB) contracts are
awarded to vendors that are prequalified by the Capital Development Board, with 67% of all prequali-

fied firms being small businesses as follows:

The CPO-Construction continues to monitor the value of contracts awarded to small business to evalu-
ate the need for a set-aside program. The FY15 performance of 18.7% of overall spend to small busi-
ness is a decrease from prior years. This participation level, however, does not include the participa-

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tion by subcontractors on construction projects, most of which are small businesses. As a result, actual
participation of small businesses in construction projects is much larger than just the participation by
prime contractors identified in this report. The CPO and CDB recognize the vital role small businesses
play in CDB projects at the subcontractor level and believe they should be counted in the achievement
numbers. The CPOs have proposed legislative changes (HB4333) that will recognize all small business
participation by including subcontractor contracts in the overall participation measurement.

Higher Education
$57.9 Million to SBSP Vendors

In FY15, the State’s public universities awarded 5,628 contracts to certified small businesses with a val-
ue of $57,895,071. This is 3.78% of total spend available to the universities, an increase of 55.6% from
FY14. Although this data is incomplete, it does show expenditures with qualified small businesses rea-
sonably comparable with spend statistics of the Small Business Set-Aside Program.

Universities do not have a small business set-aside program; however, data was gathered utilizing the
Small Business Set-Aside Program (SBSP) database of qualified small businesses. There is no standard
or complete database of information regarding contracts awarded to small businesses by the universi-
ties, making it difficult to obtain and report this data. Each university maintains separate procurement
and accounting systems, collects data differently and has different capabilities for extracting data. The

CPO-HE encourages universities to utilize small businesses whenever possible.

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Purpose Driven Strategy
New Systems to Drive Efficiencies and Increase Contracting

Helping a start-up company win their first state contract is exciting. Knowing a small business expand-
ed and hired new employees by winning a Request for Proposal is rewarding. Great things happen
when we are inspired.

As a result of the Small Business Set-Aside Program (SBSP), state agency expenditures with SBSP ven-
dors increased 76.9% from Fiscal Year 2011 to Fiscal Year 2015. In 2011, after listening to stakeholders
and conducting a thorough examination, the Chief Procurement Office (CPO) crafted and implemented
Phase I: Platform, a three-year strategic plan to increase SBSP contracting. The plan succeeded in its
intention to develop a stable, high functioning state program that is valued by all stakeholders.

The SBSP has completed the first year of a second three-year phase of the strategy, Phase II: Launch.
The goal of this phase is to leverage the resources and infrastructure created in Phase |. At the outset,
the SBSP planning team predicted that the immediate effect of Phase Il implementation would be a
reduction in SBSP contracting, but the long-term effect will be significant and sustainable growth. The
30.7% decrease in SBSP expenditures shows, while unfortunate, that the first part of the prediction
was correct.

To participate in SBSP, businesses must complete an application in the Illinois Procurement Gateway at
https.//ipg.vendorreq.com. When applying, the business must be register with other Stateiefililinois
agencies as necessary to conduct business, including the State Board of Elections, Department of Hu=
man Rights (to obtain a Public Contract Number), and the Secretary of State.

¢ Held three public forums to hear concerns from veteran owned small businesses; worked with
the IL Department of Veterans’ Affairs and IL Department of Central Management Services to
implement contracting goals for veteran owned businesses

THA’s program establishes small business goals for select construction contracts on a project-
by-project basis.

Phase II: Launch Summary (FY15 thru FY18)

e PROCUREMENT PUZZLE

¢ Many small business owners express concern and request information and training on how to
successfully assemble the state’s procurement puzzle; essentially, answer the question “how
do | bid on state contracts?”

¢ Action: Developed a video and print material instructing SBSP vendors on how to complete
their SBSP application through the IPG; the instructional material covers many of state’s pro-
curement requirements of vendors

¢ Action: Developing the “Pathway to Procurement” website that provides one location for all
state procurement resources , including SBSP, IPG, and BidBuy

¢ Action: Develop training material and conduct classes to teach SBSP vendors how to register in
BidBuy and agency buyers how to procure set-aside items using BidBuy

¢ BidBuy is a new statewide e-procurement system scheduled to be available for vendor registra-
tion in early 2016. The CPO-GS and lllinois Department of Central Management Services began
implementation of BidBuy in the spring of 2015, with Periscope Holdings Inc. as the software
provider and system integrator. BidBuy will provide an online and streamlined commerce sys-
tem connecting government purchasers and businesses.

¢ Many small business owners request an online SBSP application and experience difficulty sub-

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mitting offers or executing contracts due to misunderstanding the administrative procurement
requirements

¢ After two years of planning and design, the CPOs launched the IL Procurement Gateway (IPG)
(https://ipg.vendorreqg.com) in June 2014. The IPG is an online searchable database where
businesses supply required disclosures and certifications, receive real-time assistance, and be-
come pre-approved in advance of responding to solicitations.
Registering in the IPG in advance minimizes the risk that the State will disqualify a vendor for
administrative errors at the time of evaluating their bid, and creates an electronic company
record that may be updated at any time from an internet connection.

¢ In November 2014, the CPO-GS required SBSP vendors to register in the IPG to remain in the
program. The IPG replaced the Sell2lllinois database as the CPO’s official database of SBSP
vendors.

¢ Action: Notified and offered assistance to more than 4,000 SBSP vendors, previously regis-
tered in the Sell2lllinois database, with registration in the IPG. Integration of Sell2lllinois and
the IPG databases was not possible. Assisted approximately 750 of the 2,000 currently regis-
tered SBSP vendors become approved in the IPG.

¢ Action: Implement a communication plan notifying SBSP vendors about the introduction of
BidBuy, the new e-procurement system for state agencies. Once BidBuy is fully implemented
in the latter half of 2016, agencies will BidBuy to conduct small purchase transactions. Small
purchase transactions are largely set-aside for small businesses. To participate in BidBuy, a
vendor must register.

only an adequate supply of SBSP vendors, but also a supply of appropriate contract opportuni-
ties
¢ Inthe Spring of 2014, the Chief Procurement Office worked with stakeholders from the private
and public sectors to increase the revenue thresholds (30 ILCS 500/45-45) that defines which

“Small businesses” are independently owned and operated and are not dominant in their field of
operation.

¢ InMay 2012, the CPO-GS started the arduous process of implementing a national standard
classification system called the National Institute of Government Purchasing Code, or NIGP
Code. The NIGP Code is used by 33 states and contains more than 9,000 descriptive codes.
¢ The CPO-GS began a six-month implementation of the NIGP Code in January 2014 and desig-
nated 673 codes as set-aside for small business
¢ Action: Assisted SBSP vendors and agency buyers identify the NIGP Codes that best represent
their offerings and needs
¢ Action: Evaluate the existing pool of SBSP vendors and future state procurement needs for
new set-aside categories

A competitive marketplace drives vendors to provide the highest quality products and service at mar-
ket-driven prices. SBSP’s Primary Challenge? Informing more than one million Illinois small business
owners of SBSP’s benefits and the pros and cons of doing business with government.

While enrollment in SBSP is fluid (existing vendors drop-out while new ones register), the total number
of registered vendors for the twelve month reporting period showed an increase from approximately
4,600 vendors to 4,800. The partnership between SBSP and the lllinois Department of Economic Op-
portunity’s Procurement Technical Assistance Centers and Small Business Development Centers, and
the lllinois Comptroller’s POWER program is the primary reason for the increase in the average number
of registered vendors.

The lllinois Procurement Gateway (IPG) is the official online application and database for the SBSP. The
ability for vendors to access and update their business information via the internet at any time makes
the IPG more user-friendly and responsive to business needs. Similarly, the online availability of busi-
ness data for state agencies makes procurement and contracting more efficient and reliable.

215 BEP vendors won set-aside contracts comprising 12.3% of all SBSP vendors that won set-aside con-
tracts. BEP vendors received $60.5 million or 52.7% of the total value of SBSP expenditures.

BEP vendors are at least 51% owned and controlled by persons who are minority, women, or have a
disability.

In FY14, the top 10 agencies
accounted for 89.7% or $148,820,728 of all SBSP spend.

The Toll Highway Authority (THA) created a Small Business Initiative intended to increase opportunities
for small companies to participate in THA’s 15-year, $12 billion capital program Move lllinois: The Illi-
nois Tollway Driving the Future. The initiative puts small businesses in a position to succeed and grow
as prime contractors by identifying select construction contracts, usually valued around $1 million, that
can be set-aside specifically for small businesses. THA’s spend with SBSP vendors went from
$9,561,942 in FY14 to more than $27 million, a 183.3% increase! Congratulations.
